🌿 Feature Spotlight: Advocacy in Action
ADVOCACY UPDATE FOR ACBVA – APRIL

We are pleased to report that we have scheduled 11 meetings with staff in the offices of our U.S. senators and representatives to date; we only have two more to schedule. We will continue to reach out to the two remaining offices. Last year, we reached all of our Congressional offices—and we need to do it again this year.

Congress has been facing a number of challenges this year, so our issues have not received the focus we would like. We are still pleased that the Medical Devices Non-visual Accessibility Act (H.R. 5605) and the Websites and Software Applications Accessibility Act (H.R. 3417) have been introduced, and co-sponsors are coming forward in the House. We have not yet seen much movement in the Senate on either of these bills. Unfortunately, the Communications, Video, and Technology Accessibility Act has not been introduced in either chamber.

ACBVA’s Advocacy Committee will meet next on April 15 at 7:00 p.m. We will renew our discussion of state-level issues at that time. We need to strategize on how we want to proceed on several issues:

· We need to talk with Patrick Hope to demonstrate our continuing support for HB493, which calls for the electronic return of absentee ballots. He has agreed to bring us together with other supporters and the groups that oppose the bill.

· We need to discuss our proposed study on the effectiveness of accessible pedestrian signals in rural areas where no current signalization exists. We have quite a bit of research to do in order to propose a study that the General Assembly will fund next year.

· We have discussed proposing bills similar to those in other states regarding the safety of guide dog users and their dogs. I am hopeful that some of our members will research what other states have done, including obtaining exact bill language, so that we can introduce similar legislation here in Virginia.

· There has been significant concern about transportation, particularly in small towns and rural areas, where paratransit is minimal and sometimes nonexistent. If there is no public transportation, there is no ADA requirement for paratransit.

I welcome everyone to participate in the Advocacy Committee. Advocacy is an essential activity for ACBVA. I am proud to be working alongside this committed group of staunch advocates—thank you.
